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Three Types of Trafficking in USA

Debt Bondage / Labor Trafficking: undocumented imigrants

- Victims can be nannies or maids, sweatshop factories, janitorial jobs,
restaurants, farm workers, construction sites, landscaping service,
roofers, hotel maids, etc.

Commercial Sex Trafficking: prostitution & pornography.

- Victims can be found working in massage parlors, brothels,
strip clubs, escort services, private parties, truck stops, etc.

Child Sex Trafficking: All minors in prostitution & pornography

- Victims can be found through internet sites, private chat rooms,
private parties, truck stops, etc
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Two Categories:

Foreign Nationals: Undocumented or illegals

- Victims can be brought here unwillingly or willingly smuggled
here illegally and then forced or sold into trafficking.

Domestic: U.S. born citizens.
